BACKGROUND

The Johannesburg Development Agency is a wholly owned entity of the City of Johannesburg,
whose mandate is to deliver successful capital expenditure projects in areas in decay, thereby
regenerating and creating thriving precincts on behalf of the City. Since its inception in 2001 the
JDA has delivered numerous multimillion rand developments on behalf of the City such as
Constitution Hill, Greater Newtown area and Kliptown — Walter Sisulu Square of Dedication.
Documentation of these developments plays a critical knowledge management role as well as
the need to disseminate this institutional knowledge to other stakeholders for purposes of tours
to tourists and visitors, as well as educational groups.

Johannesburg’s heritage resources are precious, non-renewable, finite and irreplaceable and
must therefore be protected to ensure their survival. To ensure that they are preserved for
current and future generations, these assets should be carefully managed in line with best
international practice and in compliance with applicable legislation. *
